The Index of Multiple Deprivation 2007 (IMD 2007) is based on the small area geography known as Lower Super Output Areas (LSOAs). LSOAs have between 1000 and 3000 
people living in them with an average population of 1500 people. In most cases, these are smaller than wards, thus allowing the identification of small pockets of deprivation.

The IMD brings together 37 different indicators which cover specific aspects or dimensions of deprivation: Income, Employment, Health and Disability, Education, Skills and 
Training, Barriers to Housing and Services, Living Environment and Crime. These are weighted and combined to create the overall IMD 2007.

This card presents a summary of information from the 2007 update of the national 
Indices of Deprivation (IMD 2007). It is an attempt to summarise, on one piece of 
paper, information on deprivation in the area covered by Cannock Chase District. The 
key information covered here includes the overall multiple measure of deprivation, 
seven different domains (types) of deprivation and two indices focusing respectively on 
income deprivation affecting children and older people. Ten pieces of data for each of 
the sixty Lower Super Output Areas in Cannock Chase District. Six hundred bits of 
information on one piece of paper.  
 
By its very nature this document presents an overview of all deprivation in Cannock 
Chase in 2007. Further detail on deprivation in Cannock Chase District can be found 
in the complementary, more detailed district reports available from the Staffordshire 
Observatory website Also available are the equivalent documents for the other seven 
districts in Staffordshire and a County document.

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What does this information graphic tell us about deprivation in Cannock Chase District? 
 
Several general trends can be observed from this graphic of deprivation in Cannock Chase District. Firstly, 
deprivation across all domains often, but by no means always, occurs in the same LSOA. This is evident in the fact 
that the solid dots and coloured backgrounds cluster at the top of the list of LSOAs.  
 
It is also evident that, overall, deprivation around education is relatively higher in Cannock Chase District than for 
other types of deprivation. There are eight LSOAs in Cannock Chase District which are in the 10% most deprived 
in England for education (represent by this symbol:       ). In contrast there are only four LSOAs in the top 10% 
deprived across all the other (nine) measures. Further, the three domains of housing, crime and the environment 
have very few areas in Cannock Chase District which fall in the top 20% deprived in England.  

 
Only one LSOA is in the 10% most deprived in England for more than one 
domain. That is the most deprived LSOA in Cannock Chase District which 
is in Cannock North ward and is in the 10% most deprived areas in 
England for income deprivation and education deprivation.  
 
Three LSOAs are in the 20% most deprived areas in England for Income 
Deprivation Affecting both children and older people. These occur in 
Etching Hill and The Heath ward, Cannock North ward and Cannock 
South ward. 
 
There is a cluster of LSOAs identified as experiencing high levels of 
deprivation across a number of domains in and around Cannock Town in 
the south west of the district and two areas in the north of the district in 
Etching Hill and in Brereton. The map on the back of this card shows the 
LSOA boundary for Cannock Chase District and highlights some of the 
key LSOAs discussed here and shown in the graphic (left).  
 
There are no LSOAs in Cannock Chase District which are in the 10% 
most deprived in England for the measure of Income Deprivation Affecting 
Children. However, there are two LSOAs which fall into the 10% most 
deprived in England for the equivalent measure of Income Deprivation 
Affecting Older People. One of these areas is in Hednesford North ward 
and is an area which also has relatively high deprivation in other domains. 
Interestingly, the second area is an LSOA in Hawks Green ward. This is an 
area which otherwise has very low levels of deprivation using the other 
measures and which may otherwise be overlooked.  
 
Similarly, an LSOA in Rawnsley ward falls into the most deprived 10% in 
England for the measure of housing deprivation despite scoring fairly low 
for other measures of deprivation. The LSOA adjacent to this scores 
highly for Income Deprivation Affecting Older People despite other levels 
of deprivation being relatively low.  
 
It is worth noting that some areas in Cannock Chase District are not in 
the most deprived in England but are amongst the most deprived in 
Staffordshire. Where this happens the symbol looks like this: 
 
Interestingly, the opposite also holds true in some cases where areas are 
not amongst the most deprived in Staffordshire but are amongst the (20%) 
most deprived in England. Where this happens the symbol looks like this: 
 
This demonstrates the value in using both county and national 
comparators.  
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
