In Staffordshire up to 4,500: children have one or both parents with a serious drug
problem whilst around 15,0002 children have at least one parent who misuses alcohol
to a significant extent.

Looking at children on the CPR Substance drug misuse was a factor in over three-
guarters (76.4%) of cases where there was neglect. Alcohol misuse seems to be
associated with violence and with physical abuse and emotional abuse.

1 The report ‘Hidden Harm’2 estimated that 2-3% of children under 16 in England and Wales

had one or both parents with serious drug problems. ONS Population Estimate for 0 to 15 year

olds in Staffordshire in 2006 is 151,533. Although it is unlikely that the national proportion of children
where one or both parents have a serious drugs problem applies equally

across the UK, it can be used as a rough approximation in the absence of any robust local data. Thus the
estimated rate of 2-3% of under 16 year olds equates to a range of between 3,031 and 4,546 children in
Staffordshire (who have parents with serious drug problems)

2 It is estimated that there are about one million children (under 16) living with a least one
parent who misuses alcohol to a significant extent and that this can have a dramatic effect
on children, making their lives stressed and difficult. Harmful drinking can lead to
substantial stress or aggression and can lead to severe consequences such as domestic
violence, assault or neglect of children. This equates to almost one-in-ten children (based
on ONS population estimate of 10.2million children aged 0 to 15 years old in 2006).
